AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF GRANT-VALKARIA BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA; RELATING TO THE VALKARIA AIRPORT; AMENDING IN FULL ARTICLE II, SECTIONS 18-36 THROUGH 18-85 OF CHAPTER 18 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF BREVARD COUNTY AS ADOPTED BY THE TOWN IN THE TOWN’S CHARTER; PROVIDING FOR DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING FOR RESPONSIBILITIES AND DUTIES OF THE TOWN ADMINISTRATOR; PROVIDING FOR THE OWNERSHIP OF THE VALKARIA AIRPORT AND THE PROPRIETARY RIGHTS OF THE TOWN AND BREVARD COUNTY; PROVIDING FOR THE ADOPTION OF FEDERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS; PROVIDING FOR INTERPRETATION IN THE EVENT OF CONFLICTING PROVISIONS BETWEEN THIS ORDINANCE AND FEDERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS;  PROVIDING FOR THE USE OF THE VALKARIA AIRPORT; PROVIDING FOR SAFETY PROCEDURES; PROVIDING FOR CONDITIONS CONCERNING THE OPERATION OF THE VALKARIA AIRPORT;  PROVIDING FOR ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURES AND PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS OF THIS ORDINANCE; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY;   PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WITNESSETH:
           WHEREAS, the Town’s Charter provides, in part, that “…all codes and ordinances… of Brevard County in effect on the day of adoption of this Charter shall… remain in force and effect as municipal codes, ordinances… of the town; and
           WHEREAS, at the time of adoption of the Town’s Charter, Sections 18-36 through 18-85 of Article II of Chapter 18 of the Code of Ordinances of Brevard County relating to the Valkaria Airport were in effect; and

          WHEREAS, Brevard County has repealed Sections 18-36 through 18-85; however, such sections continue to exist as Town codes until modified or replaced by the Town; and

          WHEREAS, the Town Council desires to maintain a Town code or ordinance relating to the Valkaria Airport; and
           WHEREAS, the Town Council desires to amend the code or ordinance in effect in the Town relating to the Valkaria Airport; and
           WHEREAS, the Valkaria Airport is located within the corporate limits of the Town; and 

 WHEREAS, the Town continues to receive complaints form its citizens concerning activity at the Valkaria Airport; and

            WHEREAS, the Town Council in providing for the health, safety and welfare of its citizens finds that the Town maintain its own code or ordinance relating to the Valkaria Airport.
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF GRANT-VALKARIA, BREVARD COUNTY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  In accordance with the Charter of the Town of Grant-Valkaria the Town Council hereby amends and modifies Sections 18-36 through 18-85 of Article II Chapter 18 of the Code of Ordinances of Brevard County in effect on the date of the adoption of the Town’s Charter to read as follows:

“Sec. 1.  Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:
Aeronautical activities mean and include the landing, taxiing, parking, standing, and taking off of aircraft.  
Air navigation means the operation or navigation of aircraft in the air space of the Valkaria Airport. 
Aircraft means any contrivance now known or hereafter invented, used, or designed for navigation or flight in the air, except a parachute or other contrivance used primarily as safety equipment.
  

Aircraft emergency means a problem or condition involving an aircraft in flight or on the ground that could endanger lives or property. An aircraft emergency can be declared by a pilot or other authorized personnel responsible for the safe operation of aircraft on the airport. 
Aircraft maintenance means any work performed on an aircraft by a pilot, owner or mechanic other than the routine cleaning, upkeep and servicing of an aircraft in preparation for flight. Removal of engine cowling, replacement of parts, defueling of an aircraft or temporary removal of parts normally used for safe flight are activities that place any aircraft in an "aircraft maintenance" mode.  
Aircraft operations area means any area of an airport used, or intended to be used for landing, take-off, or surface maneuvering of aircraft, including, but not limited to, runways, taxiways, ramps, and aprons. 
Aircraft parking and storage areas means those hangar and apron locations of the airport designated by the county manager or designee for the parking and storage of aircraft. These areas include tie-down aprons equipped with rope or chain devices that are used to secure lightweight aircraft during windy conditions.  
Airman means any individual, including the person in command and any pilot, mechanic, or member of a crew, who engages, in the navigation of aircraft while under way, and any individual who is in charge of the inspection, overhauling, or repairing of aircraft. 
Airport means the area of land designated for the landing and take-off of aircraft and designated as the Valkaria Airport, including air navigation facilities referable thereto and any facilities provided for the shelter, servicing, or repair of aircraft, or for receiving and discharging passengers or cargo, all appurtenant access roads and other rights of ways, whether heretofore or hereafter established for the landing and taking off of aircraft at Valkaria Airport, as more particularly described in Exhibit A. 
Code Enforcement Board shall mean the Code Enforcement Board of the Town of Grant-Valkaria.  

Commercial activity means any activity or commercial operations conducted with an intention to profit, whether or not resulting in a profit or gain. 
Commercial operations mean all operations of aircraft in connection with a commercial activity and shall include, but are not limited to, the following:  

(1)   Operations of nonscheduled air service for transportation of freight, passengers, or charter service; and

(2)   The giving of flight instruction.
Control means, when used in reference to any property, right to grant and deny entry thereon or otherwise to dictate the use thereof.  
County means Brevard County, a political subdivision of the State of Florida.  
County manager means the Brevard County Manager or designee.
  

Engine run-up areas mean areas designated by the county manager or designee that allow high power settings of an aircraft engine. 
Exhibit A means a graphic representation of the Valkaria Airport layout to include active and closed runways, taxiways, parking aprons, buildings and other facilities. 
FAA means the United States Federal Aviation Administration.  
Fixed base operator means any person, firm, or corporation performing any aviation related functions and services as may be described in a contractual lease with the county. All fixed base operators at the Valkaria Airport shall conduct their business for the benefit of the public using the facilities at the Valkaria Airport and surrounding community.  
Hazardous material means a substance or material in a quantity or form that may pose an unreasonable risk to health or safety, or property when stored, transported or used in commerce as defined by the U.S. Department of Transportation or the Environmental Protection Agency.
  

Helicopter means a rotary wing aircraft that depends principally upon the lift generated by one or more power driven rotors rotating on substantially vertical axis for its support and motion in the air.
  

Helicopter landing area means a location on the airport identified by the letter "H" and used for the landing and taking off of helicopters.  
Landing weight means the maximum gross certified landing weight of a particular make, model, and type of aircraft, as approved by the Federal Aviation Administration or other governmental agency having jurisdiction. 
Motor vehicle means any vehicle, other than aircraft, which is designed to be capable of being propelled under its own power.  
Parking area means any area at the Valkaria Airport designated by the county manager or designee by signs as being set aside for the parking of motor vehicles.  
Permit  means leases, space use permits, concession agreements, landing fee agreements, or other written grants of permission authorized by the board of county commissioners and the Town to use the Valkaria Airport, or part thereof, for the conduct of a commercial or special activity, including maintenance projects.  
Person means any individual, firm, partnership, corporation, company, association, joint stock association, or body politic; and includes any trustee, receiver, assignee, or other similar representative thereof.  
Solicitation means seeking support for a particular cause or point of view.  
Stop and go means a procedure wherein an aircraft will land, make a complete stop on the runway, and then commence a takeoff from that point.
Town means the Town of Grant-Valkaria.
Town Administrator shall mean the Town Administrator for the Town of Grant-Valkaria or designee.
Town Council shall mean the Town Council for the Town of Grant-Valkaria.
Taxi means to move an aircraft under its own power when not in flight or actually landing or taking off. 
Tenant means any person who occupies space at the Valkaria Airport under a lease, permit, franchise, or concession agreement.  
Tie-down means to secure light aircraft to the ground or a paved surface by means of rope or chain devices to prevent movement or damage during windy conditions.  
Touch and go means an operation by an aircraft that lands and departs on a runway without stopping or exiting the runway.  
Transient aircraft means an aircraft not using the airport as its permanent base of operations.  
Ultralight vehicle means an aeronautical vehicle operated for sport or recreational purposes which does not require FAA registration, an airworthiness certificate, or pilot certification.  


Sec. 2.  Town Administrator responsibilities and duties.

 (a) The Town Administrator shall take such action as deemed necessary to coordinate the implementation of the provisions of this code, and other laws, rules and regulations, and ordinances relating to the development and operation of the airport and land use within the airport, and shall report violations of air safety and flight operations which the Town Administrator observes to the FAA. The Town Administrator shall process any complaints of violations of provisions of this chapter in accordance with section 8.
(b)   If an emergency exists at the airport, the Town Administrator is empowered to issue such directives and take such action as necessary to protect people, property and assets and promote the safe operation of the airport.


Sec. 3.  Ownership of property; proprietary rights of county and the Town of Grant-Valkaria.
The Valkaria Airport is owned and operated by the county. All users, customers and visitors of the airport shall be governed by the provisions of this ordinance. Those areas on the Valkaria Airport which are now, or hereafter may be, used for vehicular traffic, including but not limited to access roads and parking areas, and which are not dedicated to or for the use of the public as public streets and are not a part of the public street system of the county or Town is declared to be an integral part of the Valkaria Airport. No person shall have any vested right to use the Valkaria Airport or any portion thereof except to such extent as the county may grant by contract with the approval of the Town Council, which said approval will not be unreasonably withheld.  Factors that shall be considered by the Town concerning such approval shall include, but are not limited to: (a) consistency with the Town’s Comprehensive Plan; (b) Zoning; and (c) any permitting requirements of the Town, Federal, State, or local agencies.

Sec. 4.  Adoption of federal and state, rules and regulations; conflicting provisions.

Air traffic rules promulgated by and under the authority of the laws of the United States shall be deemed a controlling part of this ordinance, whether the aircraft is engaged in a commercial or noncommercial activity, or in foreign, intrastate or interstate navigation or flight, and whether or not the aircraft is registered or flying in a civil airway. All laws and regulations pursuant thereto governing the operations of aircraft now or hereinafter enacted by Congress or promulgated pursuant to its authority, are hereby adopted by reference and are made a part hereof, and are declared applicable to the Valkaria Airport as if the same were completely set forth in this ordinance, and this ordinance shall be deemed supplemental and additional thereto, and in aid thereof. If any provision of this ordinance or any other ordinance, rule or policy of the Town or any regulations promulgated under such ordinance shall be repugnant to such federal law or regulation, such federal law or regulation shall be controlling. To the extent permitted by applicable law the Town retains the right, however, to set and require more restrictive criteria. All other laws of the United States and of the State of Florida and the Town, and all rules and regulations promulgated under any of the foregoing pertinent to the operation of the Valkaria Airport are made a part of this ordinance and are declared applicable on the property of the Valkaria Airport as if the same were fully set forth in this ordinance.


Sec. 5.  Use of airport--General conditions.

All persons entering upon or using the Valkaria Airport shall comply with the provisions of this article ordinance and agree to the following conditions:
(1)   No person shall conduct any commercial activity from the Valkaria Airport.  Provided; however, that nothing herein is intended to affect any current commercial activity or commercial operations conducted from the Valkaria Airport by the county, including but not limited to, leased space to Brevard County Mosquito Control, Habitat Golf Course lease 
(including Pro-Shop and food operations), hanger rentals, fuel sales, and Indian River Kontrol Society.
(2)   Any solicitation activities shall be conducted in locations designated by the county manager and approved by the Town Council or designee in accordance with applicable policy.
(3)   No person shall unnecessarily cause to be emitted on the airport any smoke, dust, fumes, gaseous matter, or any other matter which shall become a part of the atmosphere or be carried by the atmosphere and, as a result, hamper air navigation. This restriction is not intended to forbid normal emissions from internal combustion engines nor emission of smoke from cigarettes, cigars, and pipes.
(4)   No undomesticated pets are permitted on airport property unless properly containerized.
(5)   The general public is prohibited from entering areas posted as "restricted areas." Restricted areas shall be appropriately marked and signed.
(6)   Only aircraft, radio equipped vehicles/persons capable of receiving and transmitting on the airport UNICOM frequency, or vehicles/persons under escort by a radio equipped vehicle/person may be on, or transition across, an active runway or taxiway. Except in an aircraft emergency, temporary lighting of runways to assist nighttime landings is prohibited.
(7)   No person shall operate or release any model aircraft, rocket, kite, balloon, parachute, or other similar contrivance at or on airport property without the prior written consent of the Town.
(8)   No person shall carry or transport on the property of the airport any firearm, gas, air, spring-activated gun, or other dangerous weapons, unless properly encased. This subsection shall not apply to law enforcement officers.
(9)   No person shall consume alcoholic beverages upon any portion of the airport property except in designated areas.
Sec. 6.  Safety procedures.

All persons fueling aircraft or other vehicles on airport property shall comply with the provisions of this section. All violations of this section shall be enforced in accordance with section 8.
(1)   All tenants, including hangar tenants, shall supply and maintain at least one readily accessible and operational 2A020 B: C fire extinguisher. Such fire extinguisher shall be fully charged at all times and inspected at least annually. Tags showing the date of last inspection shall be attached to each unit. All tenants shall instruct their employees at the airport in the proper use of fire extinguishers and shall conduct such periodic fire drills as the county manager or designee may prescribe. Fire extinguishing equipment at the airport shall not be tampered with at any time or used for any purpose other than fire fighting or fire prevention.
(2)   The following rules shall govern and control the fueling/defueling of aircraft:
a.   Fueling shall only occur in locations designated by the county manager or designee.
b.   The following Section 407 concerning fueling activities, National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) standards, as may be amended from time to time, is hereby incorporated as part of this section, and is required to be complied with at all times.
c.   No aircraft shall be refueled while any of its engines are running, or being warmed by applications of exterior heat, including any welding or fusing processes, or while such aircraft is in a hangar or other enclosed space. Helicopters which meet the requirements of NFPA Standard 407, Section 3-21, are exempt from this provision.
d.   Smoking is prohibited on all aircraft aprons, within 20 feet of any aircraft, within 50 feet of an aircraft being fueled or defueled, within 50 feet of a fuel handling vehicle, within 50 feet of any fuel storage and at all other locations on the airport where specifically prohibited by signs.
e.   No person shall operate any radio transmitter or receiver or any electronic devices or attempt to place into operation any electrical appliances, or to turn "on or off" any electrical appliances by means of a switch or any other device, in an aircraft, when the aircraft is being fueled or defueled except in aircraft where established operating procedures require deviation.
f.   During fueling or defueling, the aircraft and the fuel dispensing apparatus shall both be electrically grounded to a point or points of zero electrical potential. Electrical switches and fixtures must be explosion proof when installed for use in the immediate vicinity of fuel vapors.
g.   Every person engaged in the fueling or defueling of aircraft shall not allow overflow or spillage of fuel. No fuel pumping apparatus or hoses shall be unattended during any fueling or defueling process. All fueling activities shall be conducted in conformance with State and Federal regulations.

h.   Only personnel engaged in the fueling, defueling, servicing, or operation of an aircraft shall be permitted within 50 feet of such aircraft during such operation.
i.   No person shall be permitted to enter or occupy any aircraft during fueling or defueling.
j.   No person shall use any material during fueling of defueling which may or is likely to cause a static spark.
k.   During fuel servicing, two fire extinguishers with a minimum rating of 20 B:C will be available for immediate use.
l.   No person shall start or attempt to start the engine of any aircraft when there is fuel on the ground within 50 feet of such aircraft.
m.   All hoses and other apparatus used for fueling and defueling shall be maintained in a safe, sound, and non leaking condition.
n.   Open flames are not permitted within 50 feet of any fuel service activity or fueling equipment.
o.   Fuel service activity will cease when lightning discharges are visible from the airport.
p.   Fuel servicing vehicles shall not enter hangars nor shall they be parked, unattended, within a distance of 50 feet of hangars or any other area designated for the storage of volatile or flammable liquids.
(4)   Except as approved by the county manager  and the Town, no Class A or Class B explosives as defined by the Federal Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms; restricted use pesticides as determined by the federal department of agriculture, or radioactive material is permitted on the airport.
(5)   No flammable, corrosive or toxic liquids shall be disposed of into or onto storm drains, sewer drains, toilet/shop/hangar drains, aprons, parking areas, roadways, catch basins, ditches or raw land.
(6)   Cylinders of compressed flammable gas shall not be stored inside any buildings except as provided by NFPA standards and this Code.
(7)   No person shall keep or store any flammable liquids, gases, signal flares or other similar material in the hangars or in any buildings on the airport except in rooms or areas specifically approved for such storage by the county manager or designee, consistent with the following conditions:
a.   No individual container may exceed five gallons capacity.
b.   Containers which, when combined, are less than ten gallons shall be stored in a noncombustible storage cabinet.
(8)   Open fires are prohibited on the airport unless approved by the county manager and the Town.
(9)   All repairing of aircraft requiring the use of open flames, spark producing devices or the heating of parts above 500° Fahrenheit shall be done in the open or in an area conforming to the provisions of the building code for hazardous occupancy.
(10)   Storage of volatile compounds having a flash point of less than 110° Fahrenheit is prohibited on the airport unless use of the compound is required for aviation purposes, approved in writing by the county fire marshall and in a room fire proofed or otherwise fire protected according to code.


Sec. 7.  Aircraft operations.

All persons using the airport to conduct an aeronautical activity shall comply with the provisions of this article and agree to the following conditions. The Town has the right to deny the use of the airport to any person which fails to follow these conditions. All violations of this section shall be enforced in accordance with section 8.
(1)   The Town shall have the right to temporarily close the airport, restrict or prohibit flight activities, issue notice to airmen (NOTAMs) in addition to those issued by the FAA. 
(2)   All aeronautical activities at the airport shall be conducted in conformity with applicable provisions of the regulations of the Federal Aviation Administration, the National Transportation Safety Board, or any successor agencies.
(3)   All aircraft weighing 12,500 pounds or more must have prior written approval of the county manager to land at the airport. Landing approval, except in an emergency situation, shall be obtained at least four hours prior to the estimated time of arrival. Such written approval shall be filed with the Town Administrator prior to the estimated time of arrival.  Except in an emergency situation, aircraft weighing more than runway, taxiway and apron load bearing capacity are prohibited.
(4)   Runway 14/32 is designated as the primary runway for all fixed wing aircraft. Runway 9/27 is designated as the primary runway for ultra-light aircraft. Pilots are expected to land on the primary runway unless, in their opinion, existing weather conditions dictate landing on the alternate runway. Helicopters are expected to land on designated helicopter landing areas.
(5)   Touch and go and stop and go landings are prohibited on Runway 9/27. Touch and go and stop and go landings are also prohibited on Runway 14/32 between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m.
(6)   Disabled aircraft are the responsibility of the aircraft owner. Disabled aircraft shall be only parked or stored within the confines of a T-hanger.
(7)   Unairworthy aircraft, wrecks, or parts thereof, except aircraft awaiting repairs leading to airworthiness certification, shall not be parked or stored on the county airport other than within the confines of a T-hangar. 
(8)   All aircraft operations shall be confined to hard surfaced runways, taxiways, ramps, and aprons in the air operations area, unless permission is first obtained from the county manager to use other area, except that designated unpaved areas may be used for tie down only.
(9)   Aircraft repair/maintenance shall not be performed on areas within 125 feet of airport runways and established taxiways.
(10)   Helicopters shall avoid fixed wing aircraft traffic patterns and altitudes and residential areas to the maximum extent possible.
(11)   Aircraft accidents/incidents must be reported immediately to airport management staff by the aircraft pilot or owner. In addition to all other reports required to be made to other agencies, the pilot/owner will make a prompt and complete written report concerning the accident to the Town Administrator. When a written report of an accident is required by federal aviation regulations, a copy of such report shall be submitted to the Town Administrator in lieu of the report required in this subsection.
(12)   No person shall operate a tractor or tug in any hangar or building used for aircraft maintenance unless the exhaust of such tractor or tug is protected by screens or baffles to prevent the escape of sparks or the propagation of flame. Other motor vehicles shall not be operated in any hangar or building for aircraft maintenance at any time except in emergency situations.
(13)   Aircraft shall not taxi into or out of any hangar under aircraft engine power. Aircraft will be towed or pushed by machines or by hand into and out of hangars.
(14)   No aircraft engine shall be run at the airport unless a pilot or a certified A&P (airframe and power plant) mechanic qualified to run the engines of that particular type of aircraft is attending the controls.
(15)   Engine run-ups for maintenance purposes shall be accomplished in engine run-up areas only. Maintenance run-ups are not permitted between 8:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m.
(16)   Operating aircraft engines inside a hangar is prohibited.
(17)   Helicopters shall not be taxied, towed, or otherwise moved with rotors turning unless there is a clear area of at least 20 feet in all directions from the outer tips of the rotors.


Sec. 8.  Enforcement and penalty. 
(a)   Upon receipt of a signed complaint alleging a violation of any provision of this ordinance by any person or upon personal observation of a violation of any provision of this chapter by the Town Code Enforcement Officer, the Town Administrator shall forward the written complaint to or otherwise direct the Town’s code enforcement officer to investigate the violation and the code enforcement officer shall take one of the following actions:
 (1)   If a violation is found to exist by the code enforcement officer, the code enforcement officer shall notify the violator in writing and give the person a reasonable time to correct the violation. Should the violation continue past the time specified for correction, the code enforcement officer shall notify the code enforcement board and request a hearing. The code enforcement board staff shall schedule a hearing and written notice of such hearing shall be hand delivered as provided by applicable law. If the violation is corrected, and then recurs, or if the violation is not corrected by the time specified for correction by the code enforcement officer, the case may be presented to the code enforcement  board even if the violation has been corrected prior to the hearing, and the notice shall so state; or
(2)   Issue a letter of no violation to the person who made the report of the violation.
(3)   If a repeat violation is found, the code enforcement officer shall notify the violator but is not required to give the violator a reasonable time to correct the violation.
(b)   At the conclusion of the hearing, the code enforcement board shall issue findings of fact, based on evidence of record, and conclusions of law, and shall issue an order affording the proper relief consistent with the penalties as set forth herein. If the code enforcement board finds that a violation has occurred it shall impose the following penalties:

(1)   For a first time violation, a fine not to exceed $250.00 per day.

(2)   For a second or subsequent violation, a fine not to exceed $500.00 per day.
If the code enforcement board finds the violation to be irreparable or irreversible in nature, it may impose a fine not to exceed $5,000 per violation. In determining the amount of such fine, the enforcement board shall consider the gravity of the violation; any actions taken by the violator to correct the violation; and any previous violations committed by the violator.

(4)   The code enforcement board’s order may also include an award of any investigative costs, repair costs and expenses incurred by the Town in the prosecution of the violation.
(5)   Any penalty imposed pursuant to this section shall be deemed effective immediately from the date of the order.
(c)   A certified copy of an order imposing a fine or a fine, repair costs and investigative costs, may be recorded in the public records and thereafter shall constitute a lien upon any real or personal property owned by the violator. Upon petition to the circuit court, such order shall be enforceable in the same manner as a court judgment by the sheriffs of this state, including execution and levy against the personal property of the violator.  A lien arising from a fine imposed pursuant to this section runs in favor of the Town, and the Town may execute a satisfaction or release of lien entered pursuant to this section. After three months from the filing of any such lien which remains unpaid, the code enforcement board may authorize the Town attorney to foreclose on the lien or to sue to recover a money judgment for the amount of the lien plus interest. The Town Council may also authorize the  Town attorney to bring any action necessary to enforce any penalty imposed pursuant to this section, including but not limited to, the filing for injunctive relief.
(d)   If a violation of any provision of this chapter by any person poses a nuisance or an immediate threat to the public health, safety, or welfare, the Town Council may direct the Town attorney to file any action necessary to abate the violation, including but not limited to, the filing for injunctive relief without the need for compliance with the provisions of subsection (a).
(e)   Any order issued by the code enforcement board pursuant to this section may be appealed to the Circuit Court.  Such appeal shall not be de novo and shall be limited to appellate review of the record created before the code enforcement board.  An appeal shall be filed within 30 days from the rendition of the order to be appealed.
(f)   The provisions of this Ordinance are intended to be in addition any other rule or policy of the county relating to the Valkaria Airport.  Furthermore, no determination of the county with respect to an alleged violation of rule or policy of the county relating to the Valkaria Airport shall preclude the Town from enforcing the provisions of this ordinance.”
SECTION 2.  Severability.

In the event a court of competent jurisdiction shall hold or determine any or part of this ordinance invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected.

SECTION 3.  Effective Date.

This ordinance shall take effect in accordance with the Town Charter.
